SMART Response from
Oliver Worldclass Labs as part
of a grant given to Benicia
Middle School

Just a click away

Because of a technology
grant from a Benicia-
based company, Benicia
Middle School math
students are now able to
participate more easily in
class and get instant
feedback on their work.

Learning math more
smoothly, it turned out,
was just a click away.

Kardin Systems, a
commercial software
company headed by
Adam and Karen
Schwartz, saw a need in
local schools for new
technology.

Thankfully, the
Schwartzes said, they
were in a position to help
out.

“We've been in town for
about 15 years as a
business. Because we're
a software company, we
believe in technology. We
have children in the
school system and we
saw that as a need here,”
Adam said.

“We'’ve had a good year,
and this is a good time for
us to give back to the
community,” Karen said.

The Schwartzes solicited
grant applications from
Benicia Middle School.
Math teacher Lori
Johnson quickly saw it as
an opportunity to make
something happen in her
classroom. “| heard that
there was a grant
opportunity, and the only
way we’re going to really
benefit from it is if we can
learn from each other and
use it every single day.

“That way it affects every
child in the school,”
Johnson said.

The new technology is
called Smart Response.
Johnson and most of her
students call the devices
“clickers.”

The clickers, purchased
through Oliver Worldclass
Labs, also based in
Bencia, remotely transmit
a child’s answer to a
math problem to the
teacher’s computer,

where it's compiled with
the rest of the class’s
answers in a real-time
graph projected on the
front board.

The device also logs that
student’s individual
answer, so the teacher,
using a wireless tablet,
can call up that student’s
progress and offer
individualized help.

“As we build our skills
and students build their
skills, they get immediate
feedback,” Johnson said.

The clickers and wireless
tablets for all 10 classes
at Benicia Middle School
cost $24,465, which
Kardin Systems paid in
full. The Schwartzes said
they thought it was
important for the children
at Benicia Middle to have
a continuation in the level
of technology available to
them.

After all, younger
students already have
some technological
advantages. Students at
Mary Farmar Elementary
have Smart Boards, an
interactive whiteboard
that uses computer
tracking to allow students
to draw directly on a
display using a special
kind of stylus in concert
with a teacher’s computer
and a projector.

“If you’re at Mary Farmar
right now, as a fifth grader
— which is where my
daughter is — they're
used to coming to school
from 8:30 a.m. to 2:30
p.m. with all this
interactive technology,”
Karen Schwartz said.

“When we came here we
found there were fewer
things here at the middle
school and at the high
school. We were able to
fund 10 classrooms here
at the middle school, and

also at the high school we
funded for two class
rooms,” she said.

It's the Schwartz’s hope
that other Benicia
businesses will step up
and help provide the high
school with more
sophisticated versions of
the clickers, all in the
name of improving
student’s engagement
with learning via
technology, Karen
Schwartz said.

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“What | really want to get
through ... the message
we want to get out there is
that there are still eight
math classes at the high
school that could benefit
from this technology,” she
said.

“There’s only so much that
one company can do. Our
hope is that there is
another company here in
Benicia that could maybe
sponsor one or two whole
classes. You don’t have to
do the whole department.”
